(Fieldless) Three annulets
conjoined one and two argent surmounted by a sgalde. After |

extensive examination of prior registrations ofdiess badges, we q
have been unable to find any instances where gehaas

superimposed upon multiple charges conjoined mntanner and
are reluctantly compelled to the conclusion thabies not meet
current standards for Society armory, even thowghreentary was
divided on whether the spider fatally diminished tthentifiability of
the underlying charges.

Giacinta of Highland Foorde. Device. Per fess argent and azure,

an English hyacinth azure slipped and leaved vettaacompass sta P
argent. While the submitter documented the fornhefflower used 5
in herr proposed device as occurring in periodietivgas near %
unanimity among the commenters that it could natlilg be |

identified as a hyacinth. Since the Society'sgtite armory
demand that all charges in a piece of armory betifiggble solely
from their appearance without recourse to the blane are
compelled to return the device.

Per pale vert and sable, a bull
rampant maintaining a tankard argent. Unfortugatéis must be
returned for conflict with Edward of Blackthorn gPpale pean and
gules, a bull rampant argent.”)

Rudolph Von Nidwalden. Name and device. Per fess gules and
argent, a crossbow inverted proper between in ehiefy and a
cross couped argent. We felt compelled to retigmame because
there was considerable evidence that the formatesélected may
not be period forms. We were unable to find amackexamples of
the spellingRudolphfor the given name although we were able to
very solidly document the similar German spellRgdolfin period
German names. Likewise the preposition would eotdpitalized

in this context. Finally and most importantly, were unable to
find any clear evidence of the use of the t&hewaldenin period.
All of the documentary forms we found used a mucigér form of
the name. (The source used to support the place nautinely uses
the modern Swiss German forms for place names.jeder, we found no evidence for those
longer forms used to form locative bynames in Gerneaen in Swiss German, in period. We
could document a period German folRudolf zu dem Walder Rudolf von dem Waldéut that

was too great a change to make given his limitatioichanges to the name. As the name had to
be returned, the device must be returned as waleasannot send armory to the College of
Arms without a Society name. However, it shoulchbeed that this form of the key only seems
to appear in the arms of the canton and that theewloss couped on a red field is the flag of
Switzerland and that the combination could be preted as a presumptuous claim.
